Lesson One
·  
	1. I will inform the students that we are going to write a short story entitled ‘The Island’.  

2. I will give students a copy of the text from the first page of the story (without pictures), and read it out to them while the students read along.  The text is as follows: ‘One morning, the people of the island found a man on the beach, where fate and ocean currents had washed his raft ashore.  When he saw them coming he stood up.  He wasn’t like them.’  

3. I will instruct the students to use this as the opening for a short story.  

4. I will ask them to consider: 

· Who is the man?

· Who lives on the island?

· How will the islanders react to the man?

· What will happen next?

5. I will inform the students that the story is to be written over the next two lessons and finished at home if necessary.  

6. I will briefly review the conventions of a short story with students, using a think/pair/share process.  

7. Students commence drafting their short story.  

8. While students are working on their short stories I will move around the classroom, monitoring engagement and giving assistance and advice to students.  

9. In conclusion I will recap the requirements of the task and instruct students to work on their draft at home for revision in the following lesson.

Lesson Two

	1. I will review the content of the previous lesson with student input.  I will reiterate the conventions of a short story which we agreed upon collaboratively in the previous lesson.  

2. Students will complete their first draft of their short story.  

3. While students are working on their short stories I will move around the classroom, monitoring engagement and giving assistance and advice to students.  

4. I will ask students to look over their short story drafts and analyse the extent to which they have conformed to the conventions of a short story, and alter their stories to better suit the conventions if necessary.  

5. I will ask students to ensure that their work complies with the conventions of spelling, punctuation and grammatical construction associated with Standard Australian English.  

6. While students are editing their short stories I will move around the classroom, monitoring engagement and giving assistance and advice to students.  

7. Students will share their story with a partner and make any changes suggested by their partner.  

8. While students are working in pairs I will move around the classroom, monitoring engagement and giving assistance and advice to students.  

9. In conclusion I will recap what we have learnt and ask students to ensure that they all have a ‘good copy’ of their story ready for collection in the next lesson.

Lesson Three
·  
	1. I will review the previous lessons

2. In groups of four, students will share their stories and then discuss what influenced their writing - eg. If their story was informed by their personal context, by something they saw on the news, by another story or film etc. 

3. After this small group discussion some students will share their stories with the class.  The stories selected to be read will be determined by what I have observed of the students work in the previous two lessons as well as who is willing to share, and which story each group thinks should be read out.  

4. As a class we will discuss the differences in the stories in terms of plot, setting, characterization and so on.

5. Using the small group findings, as well as the differences in the stories we have identified as a class, we will elaborate on how the students personal contexts have affected the choices they made in their stories.  

6. I will ask the students to write a short, maybe 200 word, reflective piece on where their ideas for their story came from.

7. I will collect the good copies of the stories along with the reflections for assessment.  

8. In conclusion I will reiterate that the students personal context has influenced the way the students understood the stimulus text and in turn the choices they made in constructing their short stories.

	In this lesson I will be using informal modes of assessment.  

I will monitor students engagement with the activity and their contributions to small group and whole class discussions.

The short story which the students have handed in today along with their reflective pieces will serve as the formal assessment for the first three lessons work.
